Attention : All Architectural Institutions, Students, Parents and all concerned 

It has come to the notice of the Council that several Institutions/ Colleges/ 
Universities in the country are imparting B.Arch. Course without valid 
approval of the Council and without adhering to the standards prescribed by 
the Council under Section 21 of the Architects Act, 1972. 
 
The Executive Committee of the Council at its 130th Meeting held on 27th 
May, 2014, decided to call for information/ records and list of students from all 
Colleges/ Institutions/ Departments of Universities/ other authorities in India 
which are running Five–Year Full-Time Bachelor of Architecture Course 
without Council’s valid approval or have admitted students without prior 
approval from the Council.  
 
All such Institutions are required to submit the list of students and other 
information/ details as per prescribed Proforma available at the Council’s 
website www.coa.gov.in latest by 25th June, 2014 in order to consider cases 
of all such students/ institutions appropriately.   
 
This is a one-time measure and no cases will be entertained by the Council 
after expiry of the above mentioned date. 
 
Any person admitted in contravention of the Minimum Standards of 
Architectural Education Regulations, 1983, will not be eligible for registration 
as an Architect under the Architects Act, 1972.  The registration as an 
Architect with the Council is mandatory for using the title and style of architect 
for practicing the profession of an Architect, for employment in Govt. services 
for architectural posts and for teaching in architectural institutions, etc.
